Á Conference Of the Parties to the Convention on    
Biological Diversity IX/1 (Oct 2008):

1. To complete information on pollinator species, populations and their 
taxonomy, ecology and interactions;

2. To establish the framework for monitoring declines and identifying their 
causes;

3. To assess the agricultural production, ecological, and socio-economic 
consequences of pollinator declines; 

4. To compile information on best practices and lessons learned;

5. To develop response options to promote, and prevent the further loss of, 
pollination services that sustain human livelihoods; 

6. To disseminate openly the results through the clearing-house mechanism 
and other relevant means.
