* Invasive — widely distributed

e Hitchhike on cars, etc.
e 60 MPH!

e Eggs & bugs hitchhike on
shipments

* Eggs overwinter, September-

What's the harm?

* True bug: Piercing-sucking
mouthpart
e Can kill host
* Excretes honeydew
e Supports sooty black mold
* Feeds other pests
e Sticky & disgusting
